WHAT TO RECYCLE HOW TO RECYCLE

Beverage cans, clean aluminum baking pans —
Aluminum foil IS NOT accepted.

Corrugated cardboard boxes (no wax finish),
paperboard boxes (e.g., cereal boxes, drink
cartons, shoe boxes) and paper bags — Pizza
boxes ARE NOT accepted.

Televisions, computers, computer monitors,
printers and other electronic equipment

Magazines, paperback and telephone books

Dry newspapers and other newsprint-type
material and advertisement inserts

Beverage, detergent and other plastic bottles,
jars and jugs typically marked by a recycling
symbol with a No. 1 or 2 (on the bottom) —
Plastic flower pots ARE NOT accepted.

Steel (tin) food cans

NOT ACCEPTED*

Rinse. Labels do not need to be removed.
DO NOT place in plastic bags.

Flatten. Keep items clean and dry.
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Tires

Electronics must be whole. DO NOT
disassemble. NO electronics from businesses.

Keep dry. DO NOT bag or tie. Hardback books
also can be recycled if covers are removed.
