On December 13, 2004, we conducted a routine reinspection of both your Upper and Lower dams. We
would like to thank you for meeting with us for the reinspection.

We are enclosing a copy of our inspection report on the dams. Overall, both dams appear stable but each
require maintenance and selected repairs/replacements as outlined in the inspection report. We
recommend that you contact a S.C. Registered Professional Engineer or the local Natural Resources
Conservation Service for assistance in the determination if some of the noted deficiencies would involve
major selected repairs, alterations or possibly replacements to the dams. If this is the case, then before
commencing work plans would need to first be submitted for the appropriate permits from the Dams and
Reservoir Permitting Section of DHEC’S Bureau of Water.

We encourage you to continue a routine maintenance program for the two dams. This should include
removing brush and small trees from the dams, repairing any areas of erosion that develop, maintaining a
good cover of grass on the slopes and keeping the spillway system free from obstructions and in good
operating condition. Please perform periodic inspections of the dams and notify this office of any
significant changes or problems which may affect the safety of the dams.

We verified the telephone numbers on the Emergency Notification Plan and a copy is enclosed for your
use. Should the dams experience difficulty, State Highway 51 downstream would need to be blocked on
both sides. The agencies listed on the Plan can provide assistance in doing these things and you should

call them if an emergency occurs.

Provisions in the S.C. Dams and Reservoirs Safety Act require the owner to notify us within 30 days after
transferring title or control of his dam to someone else. The notification must include the name and
address of the new owner. We are enclosing a blank form for your use in notifying us should control of

your dams be transferred.

I assisted in inspecting the reference dams on Monday, December 13, 2004. You will be
receiving a separate inspection letter from Terry Boyd, Waccamaw District Engineer.

Lately, a significant number of dams have experienced failure due to corrosion of the
metal pipes through the dam. A high hazard, Class I dam in Columbia failed during 1‘
flooding experienced from the remnants of Hurricane Charlie. Though no significant
damage was done to the downstream floodplain, this situation would have been much
worse if more rain had fallen from the storm. The owners of the dam are presently going
through the permitting process to repair their dam.

Last year, a dam in Clarendon County failed. The owner had repaired his oxidized riser
by placing a smaller pipe inside the riser and grouting the annular space. The pipe
through this dam had completely rusted through, however, and a significant rainfall event
and its resulting flooding caused the whole embankment around the pipe to erode and the
dam to fail. Luckily, no damage was done to the downstream roadway. This dam has not
been permitted for reconstruction at the present time.

It is my belief that your lower dam will soon fail. If this occurs, damages resulting from
this failure may be your responsibility, which means that you may have to hire legal
counsel in an attempt to minimize potential litigation costs. Also, any wildlife or
recreational investment existing in the pond may be lost.

My experience has been that it is better to fix a dam before it fails. An engineer’s list is
enclosed to assist you in this endeavor. If you have any questions or comments, please

List of noted deficiencies or items requiring correction/checking:

1. Trees(less than 6" diameter) and brush on the downstream slope should be cleared off and

replaced with a good cover of grass. '

2. It appeared that some improvements had been made to the crest of the dam since reported in
fair condition on the 11-17-94 inspection.

3. The two corrugated metal pipes at the left (when looking downstream) end of the dam are
unprotected by any type of trash guard. The owner agreed to proceed with our
recommedation on the type of trash guard to be installed.

4. Informed that the existing drop inlet structure previously noted on the 11-17-94 inspection has
been taken out of operation with no observation of any discharge from the outlet pipe.

List of previously noted items still uncorrected and dates previously noted:

1. The previous 11-17-94 inspection reported that the dam was in essentially the same condition
as at the time of the last inspection in 1991 with reference to the above noted items 1 & 3.

On April 7, 1998, we conducted a routine reinspection of the Mishoe Pond Dam. We would like to
thank Mr. Julius Derrick for meeting with us for the reinspection.

We are enclosing a copy of our inspection report on the dam. Overall, the dam appears stable but it
needs maintenance. We encourage you to continue a routine maintenance program for the dam. This
should include removing brush and small trees from the dam, repairing any areas of erosion that
develop, maintaining a good cover of grass on the slopes and keeping the spillway system free from
obstructions and in good operating condition. Please perform periodic inspections of the dam and
notify this office of any significant changes or problems which may affect the safety of the dam.

We verified the telephone numbers on the Emergency Notification Plan and a copy is enclosed for
your use. Should the dam experience difficulty, the railroad downstream would need to be blocked
on both sides. The agencies listed on the Plan can provide assistance in doing these things and you
should call them if an emergency occurs.

Provisions in the S.C. Dams and Reservoirs Safety Act require the owner to notify us within 30 days
after transferring title or control of his dam to someone else. The notification must include the name
and address of the new owner. We are enclosing a blank form for your use in notifying us should

control of your dam be transferred.

You will be notified when the next reinspection of this dam is scheduled.

In accordance with the South Carolina Dams and Reservoirs Safety Act, the S.C.
Department of Health and Environmental Control has inventoried all dams subject
to the Act. The inventory identifies certain dams that come under the provisions
of the Act due to their size and location.

The above referenced dam has been identified as being in this category and a
visual reinspection has been made. This inspection was done to determine the
present condition of the dam and note any changes that may have occurred since
the last inspection.

The findings of the inspection are as follow:
1. The dam is considered to be a Class II structure (significant downstream

hazard potential) due to probable damage to downstream property in the event
of failure.

2. The dam is in essentially the same condition as at the time of the last
inspection.

3. There are trees and brush on the downstream slope. These should be cleared
off and replaced by a good cover of grass.

4. The drop inlet structure has no trash guard and is in poor condition. It was
not clear whether this structure was in operating condition at the time of
the inspection.

5. The crest of the dam is in fair condition.

6. The two corrugated metal pipes at the left (when looking downstream) end of
the dam are unprotected by any type of trash guard.

The hydrologic and hydraulic studies necessary to determine the adequacy of the
spillway system to safely pass the design flood for a dam of this size and hazard
class were not a part of this inspection.

We suggest that you establish a routine maintenance program for the dam. This

should include removing brush and small trees from the dam, repairing any areas
of erosion that develop, maintaining a good cover of grass on the slopes and
keeping the spillway system free from obstructions and in good operating
condition. Please include periodic inspections of the dam and inform this office
of any significant changes or problems which may affect the safety of the dam.

Any alteration or major repairs of the dam require a permit from this agency and
must be made under the direction of a qualified engineer.

A recent change to the 5. C. Dams and Reservoirs Safety Act requires the owner
to notify us in writing within 30 days after title to the dam has been legally
transferred to someone else.
