The water pressure on the scrubber modules ranged from 40 - 44 psig during the test. The aggregate mois­
ture was 2.25% and natural gas was used to fire the dryer. Surface mix type II asphalt was produced during 
this test. This plant is rated at 130 TPH of cold mix asphalt production. Due to storage problems DHEC 
granted permission to conduct two Method 5 test runs on this source. 

These results indicate that the referenced source is operating in compliance with applicable permit and 
regulatory limits.
