Proposed Aluminum Criteria - A question was raised regarding whether
the proposed aluminum criteria would apply to freshwater only or all
waters. Clarification was provided that the proposed criteria was only
applicable to freshwater. Department staff indicated that text
clarifications would specify this criterion is applicable only in freshwater
prior to finalizing the revisions.

Technical Correction - Attention was brought to paragraph R.61-68.E.2
requiring a technical correction to specify that section E includes 19
paragraphs instead of 17 paragraphs.
